CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of skin rashes.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has pin point rashes on the fingers and it is not irritating or having any itching. However, the patient used hydrocortisone cream without any relief and he has this on and off for past several months.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, open wounds, or fatigue.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Unremarkable.

LUNGS: Unremarkable.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.

Skin examination reveals 1 mm size popular rashes on the left hand finger on the dorsum without any discharge or there is no tenderness or redness. There are present only on the hands.
