CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of high fasting blood glucose.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that in the fasting state his blood reading is between 140-160 mg/dL and the patient does not have any chest pain or shortness of breath or numbness or tingling.
