This was a tele-health visit. The patient could not come due to knee pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient complained of left knee pain for last several days.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that left knee pain was started three days ago and he took Tylenol with some relief, but since yesterday pain is more and it is worse upon exertion. Pain level now is 6. Also, the patient stated that he has minimal along left ankle, but there was no calf swelling and exertion on the left knee increases the pain.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or falling down episodes.
OBJECTIVE: Deferred due to tele-visit.

ASSESSMENT: Left knee pain with swelling rule out DVT.

PLAN: The patient sent to the emergency room for evaluation and treatment.

The patient is advised to elevate his left leg on one to two pillows and used the cold pack.
I had a long discussion with the patient and he called his son to get him to the emergency room and then ER was notified about the patient’s condition.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
