PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Noted to be an area of subcutaneous induration approximately 1 x 2 cm with slight purpura to the surface of skin without penetration of skin or open lesions identified.

IMPRESSION: Human bite to right upper arm.

PLAN: The patient is given tetanus toxoid and infection precautions. Follow up as needed. Released without restrictions.
