History: Barbara Gordon is a retired nurse. She brought her ABI report that the Medical Matrix staff had done and it is essentially normal except maybe mildly low in one of the extremities and this could be a technical error. I told her that the coverage for Ozempic with Humana has been difficult, but we will try. The patient was having lot of problems with cough and I thought lisinopril could be the culprit and we stopped the lisinopril. Her blood pressure is going little bit up like 140 mmHg systolic, so I told her we are going to start her on some ARBs called probably valsartan in low dose of 40 mg a day and see how she does. If she gets increased cough again, we will have to stop the valsartan. The patient’s other allergies are noted in the chart.
