Thank you for this referral.

The patient is seen, records reviewed, consultation is as follows.

This patient is seen today for history of osteoporosis and possible Reclast infusion.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability and history of seizure disorder. The patient has been on Dilantin and history of osteoporosis. Last DEXA scan done on August 23 shows significant osteoporosis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is in a wheelchair and sleeping mostly.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Feeding G-tube.

Extremities: No edema.
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LABS: His recent lab WBC is 5.4, hemoglobin14.2, hematocrit 42.6, and platelet 244.

DIAGNOSES:
1. History of osteoporosis.

2. Intellectual disability.

3. History of seizure disorder and he is on Dilantin.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Attempts were made to start on IV on both hands, however, we could not find any vein so IV could not be established so we were not able to give Reclast. In next two to three weeks, the patient could be sent again with oral hydration so it may be easier establish IV.
