This patient comes here for followup today. She has history of paraproteinemia and she is here for followup.

SYMPTOMS: She does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of cerebral palsy, history of seizure disorder, history of intellectual disability, and history of elevated proteins. She also has history of chronic neutropenia.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is in a wheelchair.
Eyes/ENT: Okay.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: She has feeding tube.

Extremities: Showed muscle wasting.

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LABS: WBC 4.0, hemoglobin and hematocrit 14.1 and 45.5, platelet count 269, and RDW was 15.5. Her total protein is 9, her albumin is 3.9 g, globulin is 5.1 g, the breakdown is IgG 3264 mg, IgM 234, and IgA 248 all are elevated.

DIAGNOSIS: Polyclonal gammopathy stable.

RECOMMENDATIONS: No specific treatment. Followup in three months. Prior to next visit, please draw IgG, IgM, IgA, and beta-2 microglobulin levels. We will see her in three months.
