




NEUROLOGY CONSULTATION

PATIENT NAME: Rosemarie Meaney

DATE OF BIRTH: 01/07/1966

REQUESTING PHYSICIAN: 

This 57-year-old Caucasian woman who was admitted to the St. Mary’s Hospital on 07/23/2020 because of the continued seizure activity she was at home on Lamictal and Keppra. In the hospital, EEG done, which shows continued seizure activity. The patient was started on Dilantin in the hospital and a second EEG was having less seizure activity. She went home and now today she is here for followup. She had two seizures since she was discharged from the hospital. She is quadriplegic and she is wheelchair bound.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Mental retardation and epilepsy, cerebral palsy, quadriplegia, wheelchair bound, GERD, PEG placement, constipation, gastritis, hiatal hernia incontinence, spasticity, and osteoporosis.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not smoke cigarettes. Does not drink alcohol. Lives in a group home.

MEDICATIONS: Dilantin 50 mg two tablets daily, famotidine, guaifenesin, ibuprofen, lactulose, Lamictal 200 mg one tablet twice daily, Keppra 100 mg/mL solution 10 mL via G-tube, Maalox, metoclopramide, milk of magnesia, phenobarbital, Keppra, amlodipine and asthma inhaler.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Unable to obtain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 90/60, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis, or edema. Neurologic: The patient is alert and awake. She is moving right upper extremity. She does not follow any commands. She is quadriplegic in the wheelchair and spasticity present.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 57-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman whose history and examination is suggestive of following neurological problems:

1. Epilepsy.

2. Mental retardation.

3. Cerebral palsy.

4. Quadriplegia.

5. Wheelchair bound

At this time, I would like to continue the same medications as Dilantin 50 mg tablet two chewable tablet daily, Lamictal 200 mg twice daily, levetiracetam 100 mg/mL solution, 100 mg solution/mL, and 10 mL via G-tube. I would like to see her back in my office in six months.
