PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, pneumonia in 2020 and COVID 11/22 treated with Paxlovid.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Strep screen obtained which was negative as well as flu test.
IMPRESSION: Viral upper respiratory infection, non-strep pharyngitis with acute bronchitis.

PLAN: The patient was given injections of Rocephin and dexamethasone and prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol. Follow up with Dr. Stokes as needed, their PCP.
