The patient comes in with history of cough and congestion with slight shortness of breath off and on for the past two days with pain in his throat and upper neck.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He states he has gained 100 pounds over the past few years, drinking six pints a day. Also, he has had pneumonia five years ago. He works as a crane operator and does some exercise walking back and forth to the crane two miles a day.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Inflamed pharynx. Neck: 2+ cervical adenopathy. Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. No wheezing or rales identified. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with bronchitis and pharyngitis with cervical adenitis and morbid obesity.
PLAN: The patient is to get Rocephin and dexamethasone injection with prescription of Medrol Dosepak and Z-PAK. Follow up in the morning for fasting labs and ultrasounds and further evaluation.
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
