Kathryn Shinn was seen for followup in the recent past.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Thyroid cancer.

2. Postoperative hypothyroidism.

3. Hypocalcemia.

4. Hyperparathyroidism.

5. Sleep apnea syndrome.

On this visit, there were no major complaints relative to thyroid. She does have sleep apnea.

Current Medications: Levoxyl 0.15 mg, 5.5 pills per week, calcitriol 0.5 mcg daily, Pulmicort inhaler, albuterol inhaler, and eyedrops.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 131/82, weight 232 pounds, and BMI is 42.5. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was otherwise grossly intact.

Recent Lab Studies: Free T4 1.46, TSH 0.7, and serum thyroglobulin 1.0. Serum calcium is 8.2 and liver function is normal.

IMPRESSION: Previous thyroid cancer with postoperative hyperparathyroidism, hypothyroidism, sleep apnea syndrome, and morbid obesity.

I recommend that she continue Levoxyl at the current dosage and in addition to calcitriol and increase calcium intake to at lest 1000 mg a day.

Followup visit in one year.
