CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of neck pain and perivaginal itching.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has pain in the cervical spine and x-ray was done it showed spondylosis of the cervical spine and the patient has pain in the neck and the pain level is 5 or 6 and sometimes, the patient has vertigo.
The patient has itching around the vagina and there was no discharge or bleeding and the patient had yeast infection in the past.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, urinary or bladder incontinence, or generalized weakness.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
