CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after emergency room visit, accidental fall, followup for scalp laceration, and skin lesion on the face.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that at home he was cleaning in the floor and fell backward hitting his head on the chair and it was profusely bleeding then the patient was brought to the emergency room at Almas Memorial Hospital. The patient has wound closer on the scalp and his blood pressure was slightly elevated. The patient was then sent home and after that his headache improves completely and the patient is back to his normal status.
The patient stated that he has noticed lesion on the face by the nose and there is no bleeding or pain. It has been slowly growing over the last four years.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 40 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient is also on omega 3 fatty acid 1000 mg one tablet a day along with aspirin 81 mg once a day.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and they take care of the grandchildren and the patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals completely healed laceration of the scalp and there was no tenderness.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

Chest is symmetrical without any deformity.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

Examination of the face reveals half a centimeter raised skin lesion on the proximal part of the nose and there is no tenderness or bleeding at this time.
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
