At your request, I have agreed to review the records of Mr. Jose Ferreira and provide my medical opinion about the treatment he received at the Behavioral Wellness Center.
Documents were reviewed for Pennsylvania Department of Human Services 12/07/2022, Department of Human Services OMH Licensing Inspection Summary, Montgomery County Court of Common Pleas Court summary regarding Bobby Ray Jones, The Pennsylvania State Police criminal history record of the same individual, Police report on the day of the assault Jefferson House Thomas Jefferson University 03/15/2002, ED to hospital admission summary and Pain Medicine Home Health various visits in December 2021.

Jose Ferreira is a 33-year-old individual with chronic schizophrenia, seizure disorder and low IQ. He has had psychiatric problems since he was sexually molested at the age of 6 and treatment for mental illness since age 14 with multiple hospitalizations and legal issues. At the Behavioral Wellness Center, Mr. Ferreira was assaulted suffering multiple injuries including a fractured jaw after being assaulted by an employee there Bobby Jones. On the day of the assault Mr. Ferreira was taken outside for a walk with a total of eight psychiatric inpatients. The eight individuals were watched thoroughly by Mr. Jones. One individual was considered inadequate prior to Pennsylvania Mental Health Department.
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Mr. Jones was on his cell phone which was not allowed by the facility protocol and the outside wall phone was not in working order for an unknown period of time. Mr. Ferreira wanted to go back inside to play with his various and tender games. He became frustrated that Mr. Jones is no again and did not let him go back inside while Mr. Jones is speaking on the phone. Mr. Ferreira hit Mr. Jones in the back of the head with a piece of cement and then ran away. Mr. Jones sent all the other patients to go back inside and then pin Mr. Ferreira against the wall and began beating him. Mr. Jones threw a chair Mr. Ferreira as well and then said Mr. Ferreira not to tell anybody what happened and just claimed that he got hurt in a fall.
The criminal investigation includes Behavioral Wellness Center was decided to *________* as an operating facility misuse and abusive patients and various technical violations. It was determined by the Department of Health for Behavioral Wellness Center with ominous staff with only one staff member during this event observed after a time. They reside with not having a working phone, allowing to use of a cell phone, etc. Mr. Ferreira resides suffering a displaced mandible fracture and three rib fractures.
Opinion Mr. *________* included with The Department of Human Services office of mental health and substance abuse and it shows that various violations against Behavioral Wellness Center Inpatient Program. There was another staff had no ways to communicate from outside due to a broken the wall phone and had one staff member gave patient who is spending on his own personal cell phone. Mr. Ray’s criminal record showed him with a history of cell phone assault. Really someway he should never work on a behavioral health unit, but it was not surprising but hopes it really reoccurred.
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Behavioral Wellness Center has negligence in hiring such an individual. The injury he suffered on Mr. Ferreira was directly caused by the negligence at Behavioral Health on each the account I have itemized above.
