The patient presents with complaints of cough for two days with swollen lips with “swollen ball” and the patient is tugging at ears.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Seizure, asthma, chromosome disorder, and with shunts.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. Pharynx: Unable to examine because of clenching of mouth. Neck: Without adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation without rales or rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had limited testing.

DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection with sinusitis.
PLAN: Given prescription for Bromfed DM and also given azithromycin and also refilled albuterol per nebulizer at home. In addition, given prescription for some Nizoral shampoo to use as directed. Follow up as needed.
