The patient presents with history of having shortness of breath and discomfort in his chest when playing soccer with his friends, off and on in the past, present for the past few days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory other than above.
He states that he has dizzy spells when he runs playing soccer with friends, relieved by rest. EKG performed in the office showed slight sinus tachycardia with a rate of 107. Because of history of shortness of breath and chest pain, the patient was advised not to participate in any active sports for now. Advised to seek further medical evaluation, referred to Lone Star Clinic in Conroe where he might be eligible for more evaluation. Because of his primary symptoms in chest, the patient’s evaluation was performed in the office with advice to go to the emergency room if he continues to have worsening of chest pain. The patient has temperature on presentation with mild sore throat, respiratory symptoms, otherwise present today with other symptoms present for the past few weeks, to observe temperature and see primary care as above.
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
