CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with lesions around umbilicus for the past several days, concerned because of recent abcess in the suprapubic area requiring I&D and packing, with treatment with Augmentin with clearing, but now concerns about new lesions on the abdomen around umbilicus.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has history of hypertension, diabetes mellitus, hypothyroidism, hyperlipidemia and GERD.
MEDICATIONS: See chart.

SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Otherwise noncontributory other than the fact that the patient’s husband is also treated for left hidradenitis lesion, now with similar lesions with nodules in the right axilla as well with recent evaluation, placed on double antibiotics for possible MRSA as well.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: Noted follicular type lesions from 4 to 6 o'clock #3 adjacent to the right umbilicus without induration, abscess formation or lymphadenitis. Extremities: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Abdomen: Soft otherwise without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Folliculitis, abdomen with recent abscess, suprapubic area, possible MRSA.

PLAN: The patient is given Bactrim, doxycycline and also mupirocin and with Betadine topical care. Advised to follow up in a few days if lesions are not clearing or worsen and continue routine followup for regular medical problems.
