CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of fever, sent home from school yesterday having intermittent abdominal pains moving around, mostly in the left upper quadrant per mother, but has a history with abdominal pains off and on in the past without vomiting or diarrhea. Has irritation of left eye today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of mild autism and attention deficit disorder.
MEDICATIONS: Concerta.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Recently, moved here from Pasadena, does not have a pediatrician here yet.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Inflammation of left medial anterior palpebra. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft with diffuse complaints of tenderness without guarding or rebound. Back: Apparent left CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Urinalysis obtained in the office shows presence of pyuria, proteinuria, large amount of leukocytes and small amount of urobilinogen. Strep test was negative. Flu tests were both negative.
PLAN: Because of abdominal complaints with questionable left CVA tenderness and with abnormal urinalysis with inability to do culture at this time in this office, the patient needs further abdominal evaluation, I have referred the patient to Texas Emergency Hospital with a note for further evaluation before additional treatment, was given a prescription for erythromycin ophthalmic for the left eye and advised to follow up with pediatrician after evaluated in the emergency room and come here for any additional care as needed.
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
