Seizure disorder.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient is taking Briviact.  She tells me she is only taking the Briviact at night.  She tells me when she takes Briviact twice a day, she would have stomach upset and get sick from it.
IMPRESSION/PLAN
1. Seizure disorder.  The patient has been seizure free since the last time that I saw her.  The patient is taking Briviact 100 mg once a day.  It is working for her very well.  The patient tried to do it twice a day, however she has side effects from it.  Recommend the patient continue to take the Briviact 100 mg once a night.
2. The patient is currently off of Dilantin.

3. Continue to Topamax 100 mg twice a day.

4. Recommend the patient to follow up with me in six months.
