She stated also that the child has been coughing and has runny nose. She states the child also complains of headache and she points in front of her head as area for headache.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS: 

O2 saturation 98%at room air

Blood pressure 100/60

Pulse 123

Respirations 15

Temperature 98.1.

NOSE: Congested with green discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates.

THROAT: Erythematous and edematous tonsils pharynx and uvula. No exudates. Uvula is midline and mobile.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. She has mild diffuse inspiratory and expiratory wheezes. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs or peripheral edema.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute bronchitis.

2. Cough.

3. Sinusitis.

4. Acute rhinitis.

5. Acute pharyngitis.

PLAN: In the clinic today the patient received the following medications Rocephin 250 mg IM. She was observed for an additional five minutes or so and reevaluated. Mother reports no signs or symptoms of allergic reaction to medication. She is sent home with the following: Albuterol 2.5 mg/3 mL she used 3 mL with her home nebulizer t.i.d p.r.n for cough/wheezing. She was given one box, Prelone 15/5 mL she will take 5 mL daily for seven days, #35 mL, Singulair 4 mg chewable one daily for 30 days, #30. Mother was advised to increase fluids. Come back to the clinic if worse.
