GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 98/60. Pulse 102. Respirations 20. Temperature 99.6. Oxygenation 99% on room air. Current weight 49 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Bright erythema visualized. No strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Mildly tachycardic at 102. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a strep test which was positive.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
