HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 1-year-old little boy here with fever today. Mother states this has been going on for two days now. He does have a discharge from bilateral eyes, green discharge as well, conjunctival erythema. He is here for that evaluation today. He is taking foods and fluids well. Normal wet diapers. Diarrhea yesterday, beginning to get better today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father, also has a sibling. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake. He tracks well with his eyes, seems alert. He is a bit apprehensive when I approach him, he starts to cry, but he is easily consoled by the mother.
VITAL SIGNS: Pulse mildly tachycardic. Respirations 16. Temperature 100.1. Oxygenation 99% on room air. Current weight 31 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. He does have that green discharge at the inner canthus of each eye. Ears: No tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area: Erythematous. Oral mucosa moist. There is no strawberry tongue present.
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Normal respiratory pattern is observed.
HEART: Mildly tachycardic. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Nontender and soft.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a flu test and a strep test. The strep test was negative. The influenza test was positive for influenza type B.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Influenza type B. The patient will get Tamiflu per weight protocol b.i.d. x5 days.
2. Cough and rhinitis. Histex PD 0.3 mL three times daily, 15 mL.

3. Acute conjunctivitis. Tobramycin ophthalmic 0.3% one drop to each eye q.4h. x2 days.
4. They will monitor symptoms, make sure this little one has plenty of fluids, plenty of rest and return to clinic or call me if needed.
