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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION: This is the clinical case of a 72-year-old white female that is followed in the office for a workup for glomerulonephritis. The patient has a nephrotic syndrome with levels of proteinuria of more than 4 g in 24 hours. The workup has been reported negative. Thinking in the possibility of a malignancy, we ordered an abdominal pelvic CT scan that has been completely negative. The patient continues with edema in the lower extremities. She is explained once again that she is not supposed to drink more than 40 ounces in 24 hours, a fluid restriction of 40 ounces in 24 hours, a sodium restriction of 2 g per day, a low protein diet, and plant-based. Since the patient has transaminitis, we are going to order a hepatitis profile that for some reason was not include in the workup and we are going to order a kidney biopsy. We are going to order furosemide 40 mg every day. The prescription was sent to the pharmacy and a biopsy with Dr. Bennie. Reevaluation after the biopsy. A pro-BMP was also ordered.
We invested 15 minutes reviewing the lab, in the face-to-face 20 minutes and in the documentation 6 minutes.
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
