CHIEF COMPLAINT:

History of stroke, seen by neurologist on 03/29/13.  The patient has history of intracranial stenosis.  The patient is currently taking aspirin, Plavix and Xarelto.  The patient has seen a neurologist.  The brain MRI was previously performed, 04/03/22, showed no acute intracranial abnormalities, old left frontal deep white matter lacunar infarct.

The EEG study was performed today.  It shows that it was a normal study.  There are no spike and wave activities.  The EEG was done in awake and drowsy.  The patient showed background activity of about 9-10 Hz symmetrically bilaterally.  There are no spike and wave activities.  There are no epileptiform discharges.  There is no sinus epilepticus.  It was a normal EEG study.

IMPRESSION
History of TIAs according to the patient.

RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained the patient the EEG study was normal.

2. Recommend the patient to follow up with his neurologist.

3. Given the patient has history of old left frontal deep white mater lacunar infarct, recommended the patient to continue to follow up with the neurologist.  The patient also has history of atrial fibrillation, and he is currently on Apixaban 5 mg twice a day.  The patient is also taking clopidogrel 75 mg a day and also aspirin 81 mg per day.  The patient is following up with the neurologist.

4. The patient’s blood pressure should also be in the normal range.
