Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Cook comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. She states that she performed janitorial work until 2019 when she had to stop because of a loss of vision. She states that her vision gradually declined to the point that she was unable to distinguish between objects and avoid hazards in her environment. She states that the right eye is very blurry and the left eye has a complete absence of vision. She denies eye trauma and surgery. She does not use eye drops. She states that her eyes tear intermittently. She is a diabetic and states that her blood sugars were over 400 yesterday.
On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is count fingers only on the right and light perception only on the left. This is with and without correction at distance and near. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 13 on both sides. The slit lamp examination shows 4+ nuclear sclerotic opacification to the lens on the right and 5+ nuclear sclerotic opacification to the lens on the left. There is dense posterior subcapsular opacification on the right side, but the cataract on the left side is so dense a view is not possible to the posterior of the lens. The fundus examination is not available on both sides because of the dense cataracts. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Goldmann visual field test utilizing a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows the absence of a visual field on both sides.
Assessment:
1. Cataracts.

2. Diabetes.

Ms. Cook has cataracts that can explain her level of vision and loss of visual field. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to have difficulties performing the visual tasks required in the work environment. She cannot read, distinguish between objects, nor avoid hazards in her environment. Her prognosis is poor.
