ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: This patient is not currently being prescribed any medications.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well-nourished, well-developed, and well-groomed.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 109/64. Pulse 63. Respirations 16. Temperature 99.3. Oxygenation 100% on room air. Current weight 105 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and reactive to light. Ears: There is bilateral tympanic membrane erythema, right is worse than left. Canals are grossly clear. Oropharyngeal area: Mildly erythematous. Oral mucosa moist.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2. No murmurs.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

Remainder of exam unremarkable.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Bilateral otitis media. Amoxicillin 500 mg p.o. t.i.d. x 10 days #30.
2. Cough. Phenergan DM 5 mL, p.o. q.i.d. p.r.n. cough, 120 mL.
3. The patient is to get plenty of fluid, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms and return to clinic or call me if needed.
