HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 2-year-old little girl here with right eye irritation and discharge. The patient has been rubbing her eyes. Mother tells me there is some swelling, more significant discharge, she states in the last two hours. She has not really been running any fever to speak of. Occasional cough now and again, but no extreme fever. Her play activity is the usual and tolerates foods and fluids well and has normal interaction with mother.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Zantac.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEENT: The patient has an obvious left eye acute bacterial conjunctivitis infection with greenish discharge. Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and reactive to light and that right eye as described above. Lids are somewhat puffy swollen. There is a greenish discharge from the inner canthus. No interaction of that with the left eye at least for now, but this little one has been rubbing both eyes. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits.
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1. Positive S2. No murmurs.

LUNGS: Clear.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute bacterial conjunctivitis. The patient will be given Tobramycin Ophthalmic one drop to that eye q.4h. for the next several days. I have also instilled one drop of the tobramycin from our office supply here into that eye to get her a jump-start.
2. I have spent some time with mother and I have answered all her questions. I have told her to watch for good improvement even through the night and that I would be here tomorrow and she can return to clinic if she needs to.
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
