NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs. On the anterior surface, there is a blanch in macules approximately 10 x 6 in length and width with blanches, no fluctuance, no bleeding or discharge.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary obesity. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Allergic reaction.

2. Pruritus.

3. Contact dermatitis.

The patient was prescribed the following medications. Hydroxyzine 25 mg one p.o. daytime #30. Triamcinolone 0.1% cream apply b.i.d. for 14 days #45 g. He was given the opportunity to ask questions he states he has none.
