HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Morris is a 78-year-old Caucasian female seen on rounds today. She is new to this facility and was admitted for skilled nursing therapy due to a right open ankle fracture and underlying infection/osteomyelitis. Since her admission, the patient has been doing well. The patient is still on IV antibiotics and tolerating well. She does have a past medical history significant for hypertension, depression, anxiety, fibromyalgia, and hearing loss. There has been no endorsement of nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation, abdominal pain, chest pain, vision changes, hearing changes, or bleeding. There are no acute concerns from the bedside nurse at this time.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As mentioned above.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient does not smoke tobacco and does not drink alcohol. No history of recreational drug abuse or STDs.

FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: No known food or drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Amlodipine, ascorbic acid, aspirin, cefepime, Colace, Geodon, hydrocodone/acetaminophen, Lovenox, metoprolol, olanzapine, tramadol, Tylenol, vancomycin, and Zofran.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As per above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 132/74, temperature 97.6, heart rate 78, respirations 18, blood sugar 121, and oxygen saturation 98% on room air. HEENT: Benign. Neck: Supple. No JVD noted. Lungs: Clear to auscultation bilaterally.
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Chest rises even and symmetrically. Cardiovascular: Regular rate and regular rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No clicks, rubs, or murmurs. Abdomen: Soft, nontender, and nondistended. Bowel sounds present x4. Neurological: Grossly nonfocal. Dermatological: Shows no suspicious lesions.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Status post right ankle fracture repair. Continue current medications and physical therapy. Continue pain control and routine followup with orthopedic.

2. Hypertension. Continue current medications.

3. Depression and anxiety. Continue current medications.

4. Fibromyalgia. Continue current medications.
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
