History: Ms. King is a 66-year-old African American female who has had a stroke affecting right side of her body. She has had some kind of vision problems in the right eye where she has had retinal vein blockage causing some blindness in the right eye. She has not seen an eye doctor. She states after having problem with the right eye and vision problem, she was unhappy and she does not want to see anybody. She does not want any preventive care like mammogram and Cologuard. She understands the consequences. She states she does not want colonoscopy at all. I had decided to send the Cologuard to her, which she has refused and not gotten it done. The patient’s last A1c was in December 2022 which was 6.1. The patient states she does smoke and has had some wheezing and wants Symbicort and albuterol refilled. Her med list reconciled. The patient is advised complete labs including comprehensive metabolic panel, CBC, A1c, random urine microalbumin and lipid panel. Her feet were examined and do not show any open wound. She is not getting any chemotherapy. She is not getting any home health now. The patient states she is able to use her right hand. She tries to feed herself with the right hand. She is able to lift her arm against gravity. It is a right second finger that gives her a lot of problem in holding things. The patient is separated from her husband. She states she is not depressed. So, multiple issues discussed including:

1. Type II diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Noncompliance and refuses to get mammograms, Cologuard or colon cancer screening tests, refuses to see eye doctor.
5. History of right upper extremity hemiparesis with slow improvement in her motor strength.

Her last visit was in February 2020. The patient is due for her yearly exam in October 2022. The patient is advised complete labs. She is not having any headaches. She is going to be seen for followup end of May.
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
