He sees Dr. Gutierrez as the cardiologist. The patient had another disaster; he lost his father a few months ago and his mother was home and had gone to visit somebody and while she was at the grocery store they called her and let her know that her house had burned and was on fire and investigation is going on right now. This caused lot of stress to the patient and probably that gave him recurrent shingles and he also has a newborn grandson, but I advised him not to see him till he is completely well from shingles because the grandson is just 2 months old. The patient has stress because of the house burning because this is the house where he would stay with his mother and father before his father passed away in Arkansas. So, lot of counseling done. Med list reconciled and reviewed and he is going to be seen in the office in a month.
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
