Ms. Reeves is a 76-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hypothyroidism management. She is status post total thyroidectomy in 2022 secondary to a large multinodular goiter. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, coronary artery disease, GERD, Barrettes esophagitis, peripheral arterial disease, COVID, spinal stenosis, anxiety and depression. She also has vitamin D deficiency. She reports symptoms of dry skin, fatigue and weight changes. She also reports some thinning hair and difficulty swallowing. She had postoperative complications of hypocalcemia and takes calcitriol 0.5 mcg twice daily. She is on levothyroxine 125 mcg a day as well. She also has an abdominal aortic aneurysm with stents in 2020 and she also has left kidney atrophy and her right kidney is okay.

Plan:
1. For her hypothyroidism secondary to a total thyroidectomy in 2022 due to a large multinodular goiter, we will recommend levothyroxine 125 mcg daily.

2. I will order a neck soft tissue ultrasound to assess the thyroid bed.

3. We will check her thyroid labs in about three to four weeks and review this during her followup visit.

4. For her postoperative complications of hypocalcemia, she is on calcitriol 0.5 mcg twice daily.
