Mr. Croile is a 73-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2008. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, hypothyroidism, and he is status post total thyroidectomy in 2015 to 2016 due to thyroid cancer and for this reason, they removed to his entire thyroid gland. He was also exposed to Agent-Orange. The patient takes metformin extended release 500 mg each evening for his diabetes and he checks his blood sugar about once per week and generally, it runs around 120 mg/dL. He does intermittent fasting on Tuesdays and Thursdays.

Plan:
1. For his hypothyroidism, he has total thyroidectomy secondary to thyroid cancer. He was exposed to Agent-Orange in 2015 or 2016. At this point, my recommendation is to get labs prior to his total thyroidectomy to assess any thyroid dysfunction prior to his total thyroidectomy and to assess his thyroid function after exposure to Agent-Orange. We will continue the Synthroid 175 mcg daily.

2. For his type II diabetes, we will get a current hemoglobin. He is on metformin extended release 500 mg once daily.

3. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For his hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.
