Mr. Weisman is a 66-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes about 15 to 20 years ago. He also has a strong history of severe pancreatitis, which placed him in a coma and this was about two to three years ago in 2020. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, anxiety, GERD and his gallbladder was removed. For his diabetes, he is on metformin 1000 mg twice a day, pioglitazone 15 mg once daily and glipizide 5 mg twice a day. The patient does not eat breakfast or lunch and for supper, he usually eats a protein and a vegetable.

Plan:
1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 8.7%. My recommendation is to adjust his diabetic regimen in order to improve his glycemic control and therefore, we will recommend Synjardy XR 12.5/1000 mg twice daily and glipizide 5 mg twice a day as well as pioglitazone 15 mg once daily. I will also recommend placing a continuous glucose monitor.

2. The patient checks his blood sugar at least four times per day. He makes frequent adjustments to his diabetic regimen based on blood glucose monitoring. Therefore, we will recommend the Dexcom G7 and I have sent this to the Diabetic Medical Supply Company.

3. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For his hyperlipidemia, we will order a current lipid panel.
