Mr. Robinson is a 59-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type I diabetes management. He is here today for insertion of the Eversense continuous glucose monitor. He was diagnosed with type I diabetes at the age of 28. He takes Lantus 20 units once daily and Humalog 15 units with each meal.

Plan:
1. For his type I diabetes, he is here today for insertion of the continuous glucose monitor called the Eversense continuous glucose monitor. We inserted the continuous glucose monitor in his right upper extremity. We used 1.5 mL of Xylocaine for local anesthesia. A 3 to 5 mm of insertion was made and the sensor was inserted under his skin and Steri-Strips were used to close the incision. He tolerated the procedure well and the procedure was done under sterile technique.

2. We will see the patient in six months for sensor removal and replacement of the Eversense continuous glucose monitor.
