HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 6-year-old young man here with fever today; he was sent here from school and also states he has headache. He has had these symptoms for two days now.
Of special note, the patient was positive for streptococcal sore throat on 04/21/23, 10 days ago. He was given an antibiotic low dose. The patient is having those same symptoms again today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed although he does looked tired. He does complain about irritation to his throat, also to the right ear.

VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 140. Respirations 16. Temperature 101.8. Oxygenation 100% on room air.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Tympanic membrane on the right side visualized. Landmarks are not visible. Oropharyngeal area: Much erythema. Mild strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa moist. Throat area does resemble streptococcal in nature.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy. Lymph Nodes: Anterior cervical lymph nodes are palpable, but nonsignificant.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs. No tachycardia.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a strep test and a flu test. They were both negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: The patient will be given amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, 10 mL p.o. b.i.d. x10 days. The patient will receive the amoxicillin for suspected streptococcal sore throat again. He is going to monitor his symptoms, return to clinic or call if not improving.
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
