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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 40-year-old Hispanic female that is followed in the clinic because of the presence of single kidney. The left kidney is most likely related to agenesia. The patient has been doing very well. She does not complain about alterations in the blood pressure or alterations in the review of systems like headache, double vision, shortness of breath, cough or sputum production. No evidence of urological problems. The laboratory workup shows that the patient continues to have a serum creatinine that is 0.64 and a BUN of 10 with an estimated GFR that is 115. There is no evidence of proteinuria.

2. The CBC is completely normal. There is no evidence of anemia. The urinalysis is negative.

3. The patient has gastroesophageal reflux disease that is with pantoprazole. She could not tolerate the famotidine. It was not enough. I am asking her to at least add pantoprazole two to three times a week with the famotidine. We are going to reevaluate the case in one year with laboratory workup.
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
