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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 63-year-old white female that is followed in this practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB. The patient had a laboratory workup that was done on 04/24/2023, serum creatinine 1.45, the BUN is 19 and the estimated GFR is 40.6. The sodium, potassium, chloride and CO2 within normal limits. Liver function tests are within normal limits. The patient has no evidence of proteinuria. She continues to take Jardiance.

2. The patient had evidence of hypercalcemia. The calcium during the last determination two days ago on 04/24/2023 was 9.6. The ionized calcium has been within normal range. PTH is 76. We continued to keep a close observation.

3. The patient’s hemoglobin today is 12.9. There is no evidence of anemia.

4. Type II diabetes. The patient was vacationing for five weeks in Ohio and she said that she had some dietary indiscretions. The hemoglobin A1c went up to 9.1%. She was strongly advised to avoid sweets, continue taking the Jardiance, go back to the diet and lose weight.

5. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

6. Hyperlipidemia that is with a slight elevation of the triglycerides.

7. The patient does not have hyperphosphatemia. She continues to be overweight and we are encouraging her to decrease the total caloric intake. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.

We spend 6 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
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
