The patient was seen via Doxy.me. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment. 

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leonard was seen by audio call. He described that he is still hearing voices, but depression is getting better. He sleeps sometimes good and sometimes bad, but he is eating all right. When I asked him whether he is taking his medication he claimed sometimes he takes. He does not remember his medication. I further explained the noncompliance is a major issues and it will cause decompensation. He will end up in the hospital. The patient agreed and he will take the medication. He was alert and oriented. His mood was euthymic. Affect was anxious. Speech was clear. There was no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. He admits to auditory hallucinations, but these are mumbly voices non-commanding in nature, but does not have any persecutory delusion. His Judgment and insight seem to be oriented.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder, diabetes mellitus, and hypertension and noncompliance with the medication.

PLAN: Continue Abilify 30 mg at bedtime, Seroquel 100 mg twice a day, Vistaril 25 mg b.i.d. A 30-day supply was ordered. The patient was encouraged that he should make an appointment so that I can see him next month to make sure he has been compliant with the medication and I will adjust the doses accordingly to which he agreed.
