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Echocardiographic Report

Final Interpretation:

1. Minimal left ventricular systolic dysfunction. Ejection fraction 50-55%.
2. Proximal half of the septum is moderately hypokinetic. Other areas contracting adequately.

3. There is no A-wave seen in mitral inflow. That means there is no left atrial contribution in diastole. This may suggest possible atrial cardiomyopathy.

4. Left ventricular end diastolic dimension at upper limit of normal. It is 5.5 cm.

5. Moderate degree of biatrial enlargement.

6. Possible mild right ventricular dilatation.

7. Mild mitral regurgitation with two jets in mid and late systole.

8. Mild to moderate tricuspid regurgitation.

9. Mild pulmonic regurgitation.

10. Estimated pulmonary artery pressure 32/9 mmHg with mean 17 mmHg.
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
