CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of blurry vision, frequent urination, urinary incontinence, followup for hypokalemia and fatty liver.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has blurry vision in both the eyes and he was seen by ophthalmologist and scheduled for cataract surgery.
The patient complained of frequent urination and also incontinence sometimes and the patient never had burning urination; however, he gets up two to three times in the nighttime. The patient has not seen any blood in the urine.
The patient has blood test and his potassium was slightly low. The patient is advised to increase dietary *_________* high potassium.
The patient also came today as a followup for fatty liver and the patient stated that *________* low-fat diet.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on amlodipine 5 mg once a day, bisoprolol 10 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of gastritis and he is on pantoprazole 20 mg once a day along with bland diet.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on simvastatin 20 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals cataracts in both the eyes. The patient was seen ophthalmologist recently.

NECK: Supple without thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active. There is no suprapubic or CVA tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact.
