CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of pain and burning gum, left-sided hearing impairment, and numbness and tingling of the upper and lower extremities.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has painful gum for past few days. He had a similar episode last year and got benefit with *_______*. The patient does not have any large amount of bleeding in the mouth and it is painful *__________*.
The patient has noticed decreased hearing in the left ear and there is no ear discharge or bleeding. The patient has similar problem for past three to four months and there is no dizziness. Right ear is normal.

The patient complained of numbness and tingling of the upper and lower extremities and the patient is scheduled for fasting glucose as well as hemoglobin A1c. The patient stated that his fasting blood sugar reading was up to 150 and 160 mg/dL, but he manages with reduced carbohydrate intake.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on amlodipine 5 mg once a day, atenolol 100 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on rosuvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus and he is on glimepiride 4 mg one tablet twice a day along with metformin 1000 mg once in the morning along with low-carb diet.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable except minor tenderness of the gum. The patient has a left upper denture. There are no open wounds or ulcers.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
Left ear examination reveals no cerumen or bleeding and no perforation.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any distention and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding vertigo it is on and off and the patient is due to come back after laboratory test.
