Dear Mrs. Mullin:

This is a followup for Mrs. Wilson who has chronic kidney disease, calcium oxalate stones with poorly functioning obstructed left kidney, used to see urology Dr. Kaul has changed a different one as doctor left the area.  A new CAT scan has been done without contrast tomorrow.  She has not passed stone or seeing blood in the urine.  There is no abdominal or flank discomfort.  She denies, vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  She denies chest pain, palpitation, dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  Some arthritis of the hips, but no antiinflammatory agents.  Minor edema but no claudication symptoms.  Other review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight Lasix and indapamide as diuretics both, cholesterol treatment and Farxiga, also on Ozempic, she is not sure if taking lisinopril, she is off the metformin.

Physical Examination:  Today weight 244, blood pressure 116/88.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular, no abnormalities.  No tenderness abdomen or flank.  No edema or gross neurological deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine presently 1.2, she has been higher than that before, present GFR 51 stage III.  Normal sodium and potassium, bicarbonate in the upper side from diuretics.  Normal calcium.  Albumin and phosphorus not done.  Anemia 12.2.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.

He is known to have hydronephrosis of the left-sided on the nuclear medicine scan, minimal function at 22% comparing to the right which is normal at 78%.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III stable or improved overtime and not symptomatic.
2. Chronic left-sided severe hydronephrosis with poor function.  Continue to follow urology.
3. Calcium oxalate monohydrate kidney stones.
4. Underlying diabetes and cholesterol on diet and treatment, off metformin.  Presently on Ozempic and Farxiga.
5. Blood pressure is well controlled.  Continue to follow overtime.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
