History of Accident/Illness and Treatment: Roger Yale is a 78-year-old male who reports he was injured at work on 03/05/22. At that time, his left ring finger was struck by a dumpster cover. He went to the emergency room afterwards. He had further evaluation and treatment including surgery by Dr. Sarkos. He has completed his course of active treatment.

As per his Claim Petition, he related he went to open top latch on a dumpster and it fell and cut the left ring finger. Medical records show he was seen apparently at Inspira Emergency Room on 03/05/22. We are only in receipt of part of their notes. His discharge diagnosis was traumatic finger amputation. He was prescribed cephalexin. He was quickly referred to Dr. Sarkos.

On 03/07/22, he was seen by Dr. Sarkos. He noted at the emergency room they cleaned and wrapped the finger, performed x-rays and placed him on antibiotics. X-rays were also done. Clinical exam was done and was thought to have amputation involving approximately 80% of the nail plate. They discussed treatment options including surgical intervention. On 03/15/22, surgery was done, to be INSERTED here. He followed up with Dr. Sarkos postoperatively on 03/23/22. His finger was feeling good. He took Tylenol as needed for pain. Sutures are dry and intact without any signs of infection. He was wearing his original postoperative dressing. He was currently taking medication for COVID-19 as well as medications for his prostate. The assessment was amputation of the left ring finger with amputation revision. His dressing was changed and he was referred for physical therapy. This was rendered on the dates described. He followed up with Dr. Sarkos through 04/25/22.
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
