History: Ms. Rincon was brought to the office by her caseworker. Ms. Rincon is an elderly white female who has had stroke who has:

1. Hypertension.

2. Hyperlipidemia.

3. Hypothyroidism.
The patient several years ago had radium implants and had hysterectomy and started having some vaginal bleeds and was found to have vaginal cancer. The patient was seen by gynecologist and then sent to gynecologic oncologist in Woodlands, Conroe area and then subsequently received chemo and radiation at the Cancer Center and apparently at the last checkup, she had shown no evidence of cancer in the vagina. The patient has had left hemiparesis and cannot use her left upper extremity properly. She came in about 10 days ago with difficulty ambulation and pain in the right groin. She felt like her hip would buckle and she would fall down. The patient was sent for x-ray of the right hip and the x-ray shows total loss of joint space and severe end-stage arthritic changes in the right hip. The patient uses walker for ambulation, so she is worried she is going to fall. The patient is referred to St. Joseph Orthopedics with results of x-rays to give further opinion. I will follow the patient at least once a month till we know what the orthopedic wants to do, whether she needs hip replacement or treat her medically.
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
