History: Mr. Vesalcius was seen today. Mr. Vesalcius has:

1. Type II diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Arthritis with knee pain and lower back pain.
The patient had missed two visits. He states he did not get paid and he did not have the co-pay to pay. The patient’s wife works for Walmart and had not taken him off his insurance, so he could not be on the Advantage Plan. He states the Blue Cross does not help him providing hearing aids or any relief to that purpose. The patient states he is running out of all his medicines. He states the cost for Ozempic to him was $57 and he did not buy it. Today, we gave him a $25 coupon for the Ozempic and hopefully that works. The patient’s med list reconciled. The patient’s labs reviewed again. The patient’s A1c was 6.1 on 02/08/23. His microalbumin was normal. The patient has had COVID-19 and has had all the COVID-19 shots and boosters. The patient needs a Cologuard test. His med list was reviewed and reconciled. All medicines refilled today. His PSA was 7.11 slightly lower than what he had in 2021. He states he does not have $75 co-pay to go and see a specialist, so he is waiting till September, when he gets changed to a Medicare Advantage Plan. In the meantime, we are going to order a Cologuard test on him. The patient understands plan of treatment. He states hopefully he will get Ozempic and lose weight. The patient has still lost several pounds of weight since we started Ozempic. He is tolerating it well without any problems. He is updated as far as his diabetes is concerned; however, he does need to have a current eye exam. His last eye exam was in Walmart in 2020, and was normal. No evidence of retinopathy. The patient understands plan of treatment. We will send him a Cologuard test and advise him to get an eye exam.
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
