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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 84-year-old white female that is a patient that is followed in the clinic because of CKD stage IIIA. The patient has a serum creatinine that is 0.88 and estimated GFR that 65 mL/min and BUN is 25. Serum electrolytes are within normal limits.

2. The patient has no evidence of proteinuria.

3. Arterial hypertension. The blood pressure reading today is 142/70 with 136 pounds.

4. The patient has a calcium of 10.4. It has been fluctuating. We will keep observing the calcium. Next time, we are going to do the determination of phosphorus and PTH.

5. Type II diabetes that is under control. Hemoglobin A1c 6.6.

6. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

7. The patient has a history of breast cancer status post radical right mastectomy in July 2003. The patient had chemotherapy and radiation therapy.

8. Osteoarthritis. The patient is complaining of pain in the right hip. For reasons related to insurance, she has not been able to see “could hip doctor”.

9. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy.
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
