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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was a traumatic brain injury.  Specifically in July 2004, in Santiago, California, the patient was assaulted.  The patient was involved in a fight.  However, he was assaulted by another person.  The patient tells me that he was knocked unconsciousness.  The patient tells me that he was hit many times in the head and he was out of consciousness. The patient was kicked and stumped on many times.  The patient had a complete loss of consciousness for six hours.  The patient woke up in the emergency room in the hospital.  When he woke, the patient had severe headaches, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient continued to have these symptoms for the next few days.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.

The patient has symptoms including short term memory deficits.  He tells me that his memory is very poor.  The patient has loss of sleep.  The patient has sleep disturbances.  The patient has difficulty with focus.  The patient has difficulty with solving problems.  The patient has emotional outburst very easily.  The patient has loss of control.   The patient has difficulty in making decisions.  The patient sees spots in the eyes.  The patient is impulsive.  The patient has vertigo and mood swings.  The patient also has anxiety symptoms.  The patient has tinnitus.  The patient has irritability.  The patient has lack of sympathy and empathy.

The patient is currently working for company as a project management.  However, the patient tells me that his work is affected by his short term memory loss.  The patient has difficulty to remember what told to him.  The patient remembers what was in the meetings.  The patient also has difficulty to control his impulsive behavior at work.  The patient has difficulty with keeping his patience.  The patient tells me that mood swing also affect his work.  All his symtoms are affecting his lob performance.

The patient also has scar tissues on the left forehead, about 4 cm x 1 cm and also left temporal head scalp, with 4 cm x 1 cm.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient in July 2004, in Santiago, was involved in a fight.  The patient was assaulted by another person.  The patient was knocked unconsciousness for six hours.  The patient tells me that he was repeatedly got hit in the head and also stumped down.  The patient tells me that he was out of consciousness for six hours.  When he woke the patient has severe head pain, confusion, disorientation.  The patient has significant memory deficits.  Today on memory examination and MOCA examination, his delay recall is 1/5.  He missed four of the five items on the delay recall.  The patient also has a scar tissues in his forehead and also his temporal head.  These are from the assault.  The loss of consciousness, head pain, memory deficit, sleep deprivation, difficult to focus and concentrate, these all common signs and symtoms are from traumatic brain injury.  It is my opinion that he has sustained traumatic brain injury.

MOCA examination score is 25/30.  The patient missed one on the language.  The patient missed four on delay recall.  
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
