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1. BJ, 22-year-old male with knee pain diagnosed with sprain. X-rays negative. Treated with diclofenac. Seen by NP. The patient was happy with the care received. Left message for the patient to call me back.
2. HV, 62-year-old female with nausea and vomiting. Blood pressure 183/95 on admission. Given Reglan, Toradol, and Rocephin in the emergency room. White count was 18000. The patient did have a positive strep. Cardiac workup negative. CT was negative except for some sort of finding in the soft tissue. She was treated with Bentyl, Zofran, and Augmentin and sent home. The patient was seen by NP. The patient was called, no one answered.
3. OW, is a 76-year-old male with blood pressure 197/112. High amylase of 154 and white count 10,000. Treated with clonidine and Bentyl and in the emergency room IV fluids and clonidine x2 and Bentyl in the emergency room. Given Protonix. The patient was seen by nurse practitioner. No mention of high lipase was made. The patient could have been observed given age. Symptoms blood pressure and especially the high lipase and amylase was within normal limits. CT scan was within the limits. Again consider observation for this patient. No one answered today. 

4. WT is a 23-year-old male with chest pain. Vitals stable. Given aspirin, morphine, Toradol, and Zofran. Then cardiac workup was completed including CBC, CMP, D-dimer, urinalysis, and UDS. Diagnosed with chest wall pain. Chest x-ray and swabs were negative. The patient was seen by NP. The patient was called and Dr. A did a good job.
5. ME, 26-year-old with shortness of breath and cough. Vitals were stable. Diagnosed with sinusitis and URI. Chest x-ray and swab test negative. Sent home with ProAir. Seen by physician. If nothing is mentioned, please note that the patient was seen by Dr. A.
6. WM, is a 19-month-old with four-wheeler accident with loss of consciousness and head injury. CT of the spine, abdomen CT, chest CT, and lower extremity CT all negative. The patient was sent to Memorial Hermann because of loss of consciousness, brain injury and closed-head injury. No one answered the phone.

7. CC, 17-year-old male with seizure. Blood pressure 152/99. CBC, CMP, and CT negative, Diagnosed with drug overdose with positive THC, cocaine and benzo in the urine. No one answered the phone today.
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8. SA, 2-year-old male. Diagnosed with pharyngitis and otitis media. Treated with Amoxil. No swab tests were done. Please consider swabbing as protocol for all children with any kind of URI type symptoms. 
9. KH, 26-year-old male with cough, congestion and chest wall pain. EKG negative. Diagnosed with bronchitis. Sent home with Amoxil. Only EKG was done. No swab test. No chest x-ray.
10. AA, 46-year-old female with abdominal pain. CBC, CMP, CT, and urinalysis negative. The patient did have right-sided ovarian cyst. She was sent home with ovarian cyst. Not cleared what the medication was given since nothing was documented. The patient is better already and is happy with the care.

11. BE, 19-year-old male with history of seizure and had another seizure today. CBC was negative. No CT was done with history of seizures in the past. Referred to PCP. No treatment given.

12. FA, 90-year-old female with body pain status post fall. Diagnosed with leukocytosis and urosepsis. The patient also is complaining of knee pain which was x-rayed. Chest x-ray and head CT negative. Chemistry showed renal failure with a creatinine of 2.6, BUN of 49 most likely volume. Nevertheless, the patient was sent to St. Luke’s Hospital for admission. No one answered.

13. GD, 53-year-old with cough left without being seen. When the patient was called, he stated that everyone was too busy and he did not want to wait. 

14. MK, 19-year-old woman with numbness and headache. The patient felt like she was having a stroke. I talked to her on the phone. She states she did not want to wait to be seen because it was taking too long.

15. NJ, is a 12-year-old with shortness of breath, cough, congestion, sore throat and temperature of 100.8. Swab test negative. Treated with Amoxil for pharyngitis and bronchitis. Mother was happy with the care received.
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
