SUBJECTIVE: The patient is a 73-year-old female. She was admitted with status post right knee total arthroplasty. She had been doing well. She was reported to have fall few days ago and we did x-ray of the lumbar spine and the pelvis. There was no fracture noted but DJD changes and she still has some pain in the right leg but she denies any chest pain, headache, or dizziness. No fever. No chills.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Severe DJD, diabetes mellitus, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, history of sleep apnea, hypothetical, coronary artery disease, CKD, obesity, history of DVT and PE, and previous CVA in the past.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness. No sore throat. No ear or nasal congestion.

Pulmonary: No cough.

Cardiac: No chest pain.

GI: No vomiting or diarrhea.

Musculoskeletal: Right knee pain and get better with medication.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

Vital signs: Blood pressure 104/76, pulse 86, temperature 97.9, respiration 20, and pulse ox 96%.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Right knee with dressing and has some edema but no calf tenderness. Left leg trace edema and no calf tenderness.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

LABS: Reviewed.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Status post right total knee arthroplasty.

2. Severe DJD.

3. Coronary artery disease.

4. Diabetes mellitus.

5. Hypertension.

6. Hypothyroidism.

7. History of DVT and PE.

PLAN: We will continue all her current medications. Labs reviewed and x-ray reviewed. Care plan discussed with the nursing staff. Also discussed with the patient and husband at the bedside.
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
